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GM BACKUP LIGHTS AND BEEPER

Products Affected: GMC/ Chevrolet G30
Complaint -

IT HAS BEEN BROUGHT TO OUR ATTENTION THAT ON THE G-30 CHASSIS (WITH VARIOUS
BODIES MOUNTED.) THE BACK UP LIGHTS AND BEEPER STAY ON WHEN UNIT IS SHUT OFF.

Cause –

WHEN THE UNIT IS TURNED OFF THE BACK-UP LIGHTS AND BEEPER REMAIN ON EVEN
WHEN THE KEY IS TURNED OFF AND REMOVED FROM THE IGNITION SWITCH. WE HAVE
FOUND THAT THE HEADLIGHT SWITCH IS SET TO THE “AUTO” POSITION THERE IS STILL
POWER FED TO THE B/U CIRCUIT.

Correction –

TWISTING THE SWITCH TO THE OFF POSITION AS SHOWN IN THE PICTURE BELOW
INTERUPTS THE CIRCUIT THUS CANCELLING THE LIGHTS AND BEEPER!
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REV A –

On some GM vans, they are wired for "courtesy lighting". If that function is turned on, when you
open the driver’s door and have the key out, the back up lights will come as a "courtesy" to give
you light to go in the house or wherever. Once the lights come on, naturally the beeper goes on,
as they are usually wired to the light. To turn it off, turn the key to the on position, use the menu
button on the upper left side of the dash, push it twice, you should see on the dash, (by the
odometer) exit lighting. Use the "check" button which is the bottom one under menu, to turn it off.
This is a lot easier then trying to explain to ALL your drivers about turning the lights off.
